	Background Information: As discussed at the Nov 20, 2024 City Council meeting, Mastway Development has a purchase option on the city owned lot at 1 Summer Street (former TW Dick Steel). Mastway plans to construct a 32-unit workforce housing building on the site. This project has received planning board approval and awarded funding from Maine State Housing Authority. The property is a Brownfields site and the development will require excavating into the potentially contaminated soils. 

Economic Development Director Lindley has been coordinating with its Brownfields Assessment consultant and the developer to explore locations where this soil would be approved for relocation, and the costs for each. 

On January 7, 2025 core soil samples were taken from the site for testing, an expense paid for with the city's Brownfields grant. The level of contamination will determine if the soils can be accepted by Hatch Hill Landfill, which is the most affordable option for the soil disposal. 

The test results, disposal options, and costs will be discussed with a possible recommendation for action for the council to approve. 
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
